These Regulations shall supplement the “Regulations for Record Keeping and Identification of Dogs.”

Each person engaged in the collection, freezing, storage, shipping and insemination of frozen semen shall follow such practices and maintain

such records as will preclude any possibility of error in identification of any individual dog or doubt as to the parentage of any dog or litter.

RECORDS:

To provide a source of reference for the registration of litters of purebred dogs produced by artificial insemination, using frozen semen,
applications for which have been made, or may later be made, to the American Kennel Club, and to assure the accuracy of such applications,

certain minimum records must be kept.

All required records shall be made immediately, when dog has been delivered for the purpose of semen collection, at time of shipment of frozen
semen, and insemination of same; shall be kept on forms devoted to that exclusive purpose; and shall be consecutive, accurate and up-to-date.
Such records shall be maintained for a period of no less than five years from the point in time when the last of the frozen semen from a given

stud dog is used.

The rules provide that the AKC may refuse to register any dog or litter or
to record the transfer of any dog, for the sole reason that the application is
not supported by the records required by these regulations. The rules also
provide that the Board of Directors of the AKC may suspend from all privi-
leges of the AKC any person who fails to observe the above regulations.
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
